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CHINA PROMOTES PLAY AND STAY 
The Chinese Tennis Association has ambitious plans to promote 
Play and Stay in over 32 cities across the country. In May, Ronald 
Pothuizen (KNLTB) did a series of presentations and courses for 
coaches and administrators in Beijing. 
 
During Ronald’s visit, CCTV (national television broadcaster) filmed 
the activity and this was screened across China. Ronald said “the 
activity in China was very successful and CTA are planning to 
spread the project across the country. In the next two years they aim 
to increase participation by around 8 million players”. 
 
 
 

 
 
 

GUGA PROMOTES PLAY AND STAY IN BRAZIL 
The Brazilian Tennis Federation (CBT) teamed up with former world No. 1 
Gustavo Kuerten to host ‘Guga Kuerten Week’ in Florianopolis, visiting 
schools, shopping malls and avenues in Kuerten’s home city, using the 
ITF’s ‘Play and Stay’ equipment to encourage people to take up tennis. 
 
Cesar Kist (CBT Development Director) said: “The most important thing is 
to show people that tennis is an easy sport, not expensive to play when 
done in a group, and is really fun when you play the game early on. We 
received positive feedback from everyone who took part.”

LATEST IN PLAY AND STAY 
A round up of the rest of the recent Play and Stay activity is listed here: 

• The ITF ‘Intro to Tennis Taskforce’ met in London this June, topics discussed were ‘Tennis10s’, the 
creation of a new adult programme for starter players, and online tennis leagues and ratings 

• Tennis Australia have launched a series of sanctioned green ball tournaments for wheelchair players, 
the ITF strongly support this example of providing slower ball tournaments for players with disabilities 

• Egypt held a Play and Stay ‘carnival’ for 700 people in Cairo, including a mass participation tournament

ITF AGM INTRODUCES TENNIS10s 
Tennis10s was formally presented to delegates at the ITF AGM in Madrid, with Dave 
Miley (Executive Director, Development) informing the nations that ‘Tennis10s’ was 
tennis competition for players aged 10 and under, using slower balls on the 
appropriate sized court, and removing yellow balls from 10 and under competition.  
 
Miley said: “This was a chance to introduce nations to Tennis10s, at the 2010 AGM, 
we will ask nations to vote on implementing this into the Rules of Tennis from 2012”.
